The council will operate much more extensively; it
depends on the cooperation of each association. All units of the associations must be both
proponents and recipients for the efficiency of the operation. The Board of Directors of the
temporary would like to announce this important message to every society to keep in mind

that you are an essential unit in joining the government, society, and our nation.
