Princess Ngarmchit Prem Purachatra applied to be a member of the International
Council of Women and participated in the organization. She was first elected from the
International Council of Women as vice president of the International Young Women’s Council
in 1960. This enhanced the reputation and ability of Thai women to be well-known to the
world for 23 years. She was especially given the high honor from the International Council of

Women from 1976 to 1979.

Her Majesty the Queen the Queen gave an opening speech at the Thai handcraft
event of the National Council of Women on 15 December 1978, stating that “let's all work
wholeheartedly with sacrifice for the public as much as Princess Ngarmchit Prem Purachatra has

done.”

The board and members of the National Council of Women recognized that
Princess Ngarmchit Prem Purachatra was like the head of the family because she provided
valuable support, advice, and compassion to all the members for nearly 30 years. No matter
where she resided whether in Thailand or abroad, she sacrificed, supported, and initiated

public service for the continuing benefit of women with ideals and noble virtues.

It is a privilege and is proud of women in countries around the world consisting of
75 countries that Princess Ngarmchit Prem Purachatra, former president of the International
