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Colloquium of Development Experts
and

International Seminar of Rural Women Development

Part 2

Every time Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra organized or convened international
conferences, she invited representatives from the United Nations and other related
international organizations to support these conferences. The same was with respect to the
Colloquium of Development Experts and International Seminar of Rural Women Development;
she organized these conferences, in the name of the International Council of Women, in the
Philippines in B.E. 2522. 70 countries attended with a total of 274 participants. The subsequent

actions as a result of both conferences were:

A. The country representatives proposed recommendations from these
conferences to their respective governments.

B. Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra, in the name of the International Council
of Women, submitted the proposal to every United National Agency whose work directly
related to the recommendations, and she also conducted a follow-up.

C. Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra, in the name of the International Council
of Women, anticipated that every resolution is in the plan of actions of the United Nations
General Assembly in the World Conference on Agrarian Reform and Rural Development held in
ltaly, from 12 - 20 July, B.E. 2522, in which 166 countries were represented.

D. Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra presented the proposal to the General
Assembly of the International Council of Women whose members agreed that the
recommendation of the International Seminar of Rural Women Development is included in the
plans of action of their respective member countries during B.E. 2522 to B.E. 2525.

The reason that Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatras took the consensus or
recommendation of these conferences for immediate action, was because she hoped that the
subsequent results would actually benefit the country’s development according to the
purpose of conferences and for raising the standards of rural women to the same level without
any social gaps and with rapid results, because rural women are the workforce of the country,
especially rural people in Asia, Pacific, Latin America, and South Africa who were considered as
the main target groups.

Therefore, many different international conferences, seminars, or events initiated by
Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra had objectives and operated with a resulting follow-up
for the intrinsic benefits of women, children, rural people, and less-fortunate people for the
entire country and other countries on a worldwide basis. This is one of the important reasons
that UNESCO will honor her as the World’s Eminent Person of the century in B.E. 2558.
