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The Foundation for the Welfare of the Blind Under the patronage of H.M. The Queen

Princess Prem Purachatra was a member and chairman of various committees for the
Foundation for the Welfare of the Blind in Thailand, especially in helping the blind to study
with the well-sighted student in St. Gabriel School worked with H.H. Princess Vibhavadi Rangsit
in getting Chulalongkorn University and Thammasat University into accepting blind students.
Which was considered a rather step at the time.

Besides the administrative side, Princess Prem Purachatra also involved herself in
helping individuals or groups personally, like allowing her residence to be used temporarily ley
the Founding Committee one of the first to accept blind personnel into her company on the

same salary as a normal person which really is the way to help the blind to eventually help

himself.
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
