Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra had realized one of the most imperative
problems that humanity encountered was related to the poverty of major rural areas in
developing countries e.g. severe poverty in rural areas spreading to many regions of Thailand,
hindering the growth of the country. In order to create an awareness of the substantial
significant rural development for the prosperity and security of the nation, if the rural people
were to receive support for self-development, they could generate their income with
sufficient financial capital to increase the productivity of many industries, leading to the

prosperity and growth of every rural area that is the essential basis of national development.

To achieve that objective, it was necessary that both governmental and non-
governmental organizations cooperated and coordinated as equally as the organizations of
both business and industry interacting with data, techniques and technological advancement,
financial support, human resources, and other self-sufficient support to make the rural

people have a better quality of life.

In B.E. 2522, Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra served in the position of President
of the International Council of Women and organized the Colloquium of Experts and
International Seminar of leadership training for rural women in socio-economic development
in the Philippines. The Council had reached one of the agreements that every nation must
establish a Central Rural Development Foundation. Therefore, when Princess Prem
(Ngarmchit) Purachatra arrived in Thailand, she invited both governmental and non-
governmental representatives to work for 29 rural development organizations in accordance
with the meeting of February B.E. 2522. They agreed that if there were any organizations that
could coordinate with both public and private rural development activities, it would be
another way of rural development support. The assigned committee members appointed by
various organization representatives proposed for this entity to be in the form of a
foundation under the name of “The Foundation for Rural Development Coordinating Center”
under the Royal Patronage of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej and Her Majesty Queen
Sirikit.

Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra was the First Founding President and the First
President of the Foundation, and she was officially approved to establish this foundation on
30" August, B.E. 2522 under the Foundation Registered Number of 1242. Later on, there have
been many private organizations and different juristic people contributing monetarily
respectively, according to the good wishes of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej and Her
Majesty Queen Sirikit.
