Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra initiated the Foundation for Rural Development

Coordinating Center by realizing the problems of rural people. Therefore, she coordinated

with many organizations for the benefit of Thai rural people. Her most important works were

as follows:

1.

Coordinated with the Office of the National Economic and Social Development
Board (NESDB) and many key private organizations in Thailand in order to make
the government officially implement their development cooperation policy with
private organizations under the National Economic and Social Development Plan
Article 5 (B.E. 2525 - B.E. 2529).

Arranged the Foundation for Rural Development Coordinating Center as the main
organization cooperating with the Thai Government, World’s Rural Women
Development, National Private Organizations, United Nations and Mass
Communication Media to coordinate and organize the National Rural Area Leaders
in B.E. 2523, and organize the International Crafts Conference and Exhibition
including World Rural People Conference (CONEX 81 - International Crafts
Conference and Exhibition B.E. 2524) to generate income for rural people and
motivate the rural development of both private and public sectors, including
international organizations. CONEX 81 - International Crafts Conference and
Exhibition, under the patronage of both of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej
and Her Majesty Queen Sirikit.

Encouraged and supported Rural Development according to the National Rural
Development System (NRDS) to effectively operate from B.E. 2524 to B.E. 2525.
During the end of the National Economic and Social Development Plan Article 4,
the government at that time improved the plan to develop rural areas in order to
solve poverty and reduce the social gap between city limits and rural areas.
Therefore, there was the preliminary perspective of government entity integration,
especially for 4 ministries of (1.) Ministry of Interior, (2.) Ministry of Education, (3.)
Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives and (4.) Ministry of Public Health.
Additionally, the public was encouraged to be involved in making their own
decision to solve their problems. This initiative was aligned with Princess Prem’s
(Ngarmchit) Purachatra’s perspective.

4. Coordinated with and provided support to many other rural development
projects e.g. Royal lIrrigation Department, Quality of Life Improvement for
Communities affected by Disaster by organizing countrywide rural development
conferences for community leaders, civil boy scout leaders, farmer leaders, and
high school management, and youth leaders of both region, province, and district.
This included the training of rural development speakers for national border

police, etc.
