Part 3

The other essential works of Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra, the World’s

Eminent Person and the initiator of the Foundation for Rural Development Coordinating

Center, were as follows:

1.

Followed-up every national, international, or world event by herself for the useful
results of event purposes or according to the meeting agreement of CONEX 81 -
International Crafts Conference and Exhibition. She also followed up with the
training of community development by 4 ministries of (1.) Ministry of Interior, (2.)
Ministry of Education, (3.) Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives and (4.) Ministry
of Public Health. The training of these ministries was on District Level with the
cooperation of the District Council which had 1,440 committee members for 30
provinces of every region of Thailand. She requested a grant for the conference
from the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA) (1.4 million Thai Baht) by
inviting the National Council of Women of Thailand, and the Population and
Community Development Association (PDA) to join the conference.

The result of this conference made the District Council aware of the significance
of the new rural development plan, and they could write the actual needs of
villages by themselves. Additionally, both government officials and the District
Council worked together effectively, and it was the beginning of current rural
development that was the progress of rural area development with 6 major
ministries and 2 supporting departments.

Searched for funds for the representatives of the Thai Farmer’s Central
Committee to visit abroad and study agricultural equipment in Switzerland.
Provided the First Recognition of Farmers on a Countrywide basis with both males
and females of approximately 3,000 people. They also had an official assembly
with Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn and studied in many
different areas at CONEX 81 - International Crafts Conference and Exhibition. The
traveling expenditure and other living expenses were supported by Her Royal
Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn with the cooperation of the Thai
Farmer’s Central Committee.
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4. Coordinated with Samma Ul Udon, the Secretariat of the Republic of Korea, and
arranged d the Provincial Governor of Suphan Buri and every sheriff to visit abroad
and study. At that time, Samma Ul Udon had very famous works and was
interesteinby actual rural developers who wished to visit and study.

5. Organized “Thai Handicraft Product Development” in B.E. 2525 as a follow-up to
CONEX 81 — International Crafts Conference and Exhibition with the cooperation
of the Community Development Department and the National Council of Women
of Thailand to display the Thai handicraft products from various provinces at
Mannang Kha Sila House in Bangkok, which was the office of the National Council
of Women of Thailand. At that time, no organization ever arranged such events;

therefore, a large number of people were attracted to this event.

Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra observed and spoke at the District Council
Conferences every time, and closely followed up on the conference results. The Community
Development Department gave her noble names of the World’s Greatest Developer, Special
Community Development Scholar, or Great Speaker. In B.E. 2558, UNESCO will honor her as

the World’s Eminent Person of the century.
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
