CERES MEDAL

(wUaviiy aunwineusay)

In 1960 while Princess Prem was President, The National Council of Women of
Thailand (NCWT) became affiliated with ICW. The capable Princess Prem led NCWT to be
involved with various activities of ICW and later she was elected as ICW's President for the term
1976-1979 in Vancouver, Canada. She was the first Thai, and second Asian, lady to hold the title
of ICW President in the 90 years of its existence. During her presidency, it was a historic event
that boosted the prestige of Thai Women in the eyes of the world. While holding this world-
honored position, one of her proud achievements was to successfully nominate Her Majesty
the Queen for the Ceres Award to the United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization. The
presentation of this award in international recognition of Her Majesty's tireless efforts to
promote the well-being of the rural poor of Thailand was marked with the reproduction of Her

Majesty's likeness on the Ceres Medal.
