The details of the International Handicraft Conference and Exhibition, and International

Rural People Conference under the Royal Patronage of their Majesties the King and the Queen

of Thailand, abbreviated as CONEX 81, organized over the last 30 years (B.E. 2524) with the

representatives from 88 countries consisted of 6 themes at the same time as follows:

1.

International Handicraft Exhibition organized at Suan Amphon and the Royal Plaza.
Exhibited were labor-saving devices, equipment, and small machinery for handicraft
production and farming.

International Rural People Conference at Sawang Khaniwas in Samut Prakan Province.
The rural people from different countries, including Thailand, met and exchanged their
experience, knowledge, opinions, and new technologies for product development,
product standard, exhibition and conference arrangement, and marketing. They decided
that they preferred that various organizations develop activities beyond the existing
operations.

At Sawang Khaniwas, Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra, the Honorary President of
the International Council of Women (ICW) serving in the position of the Vice-
Chairperson of Private Organizations, organized the Thai Herbs Exhibition to promote the
natural resource of Thailand to the World, including posting labels describing herbs
name and details along with providing brochures to the participants.

The Conference between Producers and Buyers for Trading was to solve the marketing
problem and future handiworks product developments at Ambassador Hotel, Bangkok.
International Handicrafts Contest at the Ministry of Industries, Thailand.

Management Level Meeting at Ambassador Hotel to consider many problems
encountered when providing help to developing countries, and considering the
proposal from the Conference for Supporters of Handicraft Producers and Distributors
for Market by summarizing and proposing the rural people’s recommendations from the
Conference at Sawang Khaniwas. They also tried to find an agreement of many different

assistances and future cooperation.
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6. Local Technology Exhibition for Quality of Life and Family Financial Status at Asian
Institute of Technology (AIT) in Pathum Thani Province with new featured speakers. The
activities were as follows:

a. Displayed the usefulness of various local resources related to rural people’s
lifestyles in the Exhibition.

b. Recommended to rural people surrounding natural resources for their
usefulness of income generation in everyday life e.g. sunlight, wind, or
disposable materials such as grass, animal manure, etc.

In order to support the rural people to have the opportunity of expenditure cost-cutting,
learning of additional income generation for better living, and hygiene environment e.g. drinking
water production, irrigation system for water, home construction with local and inexpensive
materials, economic furnace production, disposed gas production, lighting system, photocell
refrigerator production, and the water pump generated by windmill power. They also included
agriculture and simple plantations that were useful and generated income such as various
mushroom farms.

The final section will explain how Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra, the World's
Eminent Person of this century, influenced the successful World Class Conference to generate
a useful positive effect for rural people worldwide from 88 countries, even though there was

no advanced technology and communication available like today.
