To help needy children and youth (novices are also included) from villages all over the
country with good behavior by giving grants to 2525 students to have formal and moral
education until they are able to earn an honest living. They will be developed to be
national human resources to contribute to the country’s prosperity and preserve Thai

culture and sovereignty.

. The name of the Foundation, “Ruamchit Normklao” signifies the importance to the whole

nation of providing education and moral training to the youth and that reflects our profound
gratitude towards the king and our ancestors for all their sacrifices to build our nation and

contribute to the present development and prosperity of our country.

. The Foundation is a symbol of appreciation and gratefulness of Thai people both in the

country and abroad towards the virtue of the Nation, Religion, King, and Ancestors who
maintain independence and uphold stability for the nation so that we could lead our lives
with pride and happiness. Thus, it is our, the Thai people’s responsibility to join and help
the needy youth with good behavior to receive valued education so that they can improve
the quality of their lives to the extent that they can take part in preserving our country for

future generations.

. The concept of this grant is to provide scholarships to needy children and youth selected by

The Ministry of Education, the Ministry of Interior, and the Ministry of University Affairs
(currently, the Office of the Higher Education Commission) under the approval of the
committee of the province chaired by the governor of each province.

Each year, more than 2,600 needy youth from all levels from all parts of the country

receive grants of approximately 7 million baths. Up to the present, the number of children has
increased to 27,000 with the fund of 180 million baths being granted to the youth.
