Through her devoted hard work and her capability, knowledge, experience, and high

sense of moral value, the Foundation for Children and Youth was born. Princess Prem

(Ngarmchit) Purachatra was in charge of everything during the founding phase which led to the

establishment of the Ruamchit Normklao Foundation (for Children and Youth) under Royal

Patronage. There have been many successes achieved by the Foundation which continue up to

the present. These include outstanding contributions to the following;

His Majesty the King, granted permission to use the photos of the nine kings and
the symbol of the Chakri dynasty to be put on the coin together with His
Majesty’s initial. Moreover, His Majesty the King also gave advice on how to
prepare the coin even though he was visiting his people in Chiangmai residing at
Bhubing Palace.

. Her Majesty the Queen granted permission to the Foundation to be under her

patronage.

H.R.H. the Queen Mother graciously donated one hundred thousand baht as an
initial fund to set up a Continuing Fund in the name of the Foundation. On this
occasion, the Foundation organized a charity play “This is the World “in order to
raise funds for the Foundation. The Committee would like to take this
opportunity to honor the Princess, a woman of high virtue, by keeping fond

memories of her and giving all her merits to her.

. HRH. Princess Mahachakri Sirindhorn has graciously accepted the Honorary

Chairmanship of the Advisory Committee.

H.R.H. Princess Galyani Vadhana had graciously accepted the position of Chairman
of the Central Committee. She attended and declared the Grand Opening of the
First Meeting of the Foundation at the Government House. She also donated a
hundred thousand baht to set up the Continuing Fund for the Foundation on the
occasion of her birth anniversary

Supreme Patriarch, Somdet Phra Nyanasamvara kindly blessed 524,100 Memorial
coins with the profile of the nine Kings.

. Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra herself could raise the funds for the

Foundation up to eight million baht in 1982. Thus, from the first year of its
establishment, the Foundation could help the children and the youth according
to the Foundation’s objectives which is to need four million baht annually.

The reason the Foundation was able to raise its funds so quickly was because of
her well-planned initiatives. Some of the funds were also obtained by the princess
directly contacting the donors and by selling 524,100 coins and 100,000 pictures
of the nine kings. These activities are to promote the Foundation and provide
opportunities for the Thai people to take part in the development of the Youth
Programs of the Foundation by spending only ten or twenty baht.

8. The Foundation from its inception and the donors of the fund to the Foundation
are exempted from government tax.

9. The Members of the Board of the Foundation were given special permission to
pay respect and express gratitude to the Emerald Buddha and all the former Kings
at the Grand Palace.

10. Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra took leadership in providing education
equipment to the prisoners based on their written request to the Foundation
expressing their need of being provided with good education to get a good job so
that they do not have to break the law unintentionally. As a consequence, many
educational institutions followed her steps by helping the prisoners acquire good
education continuously.

11. People in villages all over the country were given the chance to express their
gratitude to the kings by obtaining the coins and the photos. As a consequence,
hundreds and thousands of Thai communities could take part in providing

education to the youth from their small tokens.

AUl the activities under her guidance conformed with the principles and intentions of
the Foundation expecting the Thai people to cooperate with each other unitedly and it also
showed the power of harmony among Thai people. This contribution of Princess Prem
(Ngarmchit) Purachatra has laid a solid foundation for the Ruamchit Normklao to grow and
prosper as well as provide education to the needy youth throughout the country for over thirty
years.
