Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra handed her works, ideas, guidelines, and
undying practices as a legacy to Ruamchit Normklao Foundation under the Queen's Patronage
for more than 30 years as stated in the previous part. Another important thing she left as a
sustainable benefit to this foundation which was her last initiation was 2.07 million baht from
her will to all nine charitable organizations she initiated their establishment. Each organization
received the allocated contribution according to its financial status. Princess Prem was worried
about the financial status of the Ruamchit Normklao Foundation the most since it was just
newly established and required 5 million baht per year for scholarships. The foundation did
not have financial stability at present. Princess Prem, therefore, gave one million baht to the
foundation. She was the first to write a will to donate such a big amount of money to

charitable organizations.

After the death of Princess Prem and Prof.Dr.Kaw Swasdipanich, HRH Princess
Sudasiri Sobha, and HRH Princess Vimolchatra were respectively the Chairman of the Board of
Directors and the Executive Committee. At present, HRH Princess Maha Chari Sirindhorn has
chaired the Advisory Board and HRH Princess Soamsawali has been the Chairman of the Board
of Directors since 2010. Mr.Somporn Thepsitha is currently Chairman of the Executive

Committee and the Secretary-General.

The foundation has carried on its stronghold in children and youth development by
continuously granting scholarships for formal education and moral training to underprivileged
children and youth in rural areas at all education levels pre-school, primary school, secondary
school, vocational school, university level, and novices 2,525 scholarships were granted on the
first year of its establishment. At present, the foundation grants 2,600 ongoing scholarships per
year with an approximate 7 million THB fund. The foundation has given to this day a total of

27,000 ongoing scholarships with funds of approximately 180 million THB.

Ruamchit Normklao Foundation also emphasizes the moral and ethical development
of youth, which will help make them feel warm, and not feel lonely, despairing, or depressed.
The foundation has established individual-sponsored allowing children and youth to get
training and to determine to be good and honest people in order to pay gratitude to the

benefactor.

Moreover, the wife of the Governor of each province, as the Chairperson of the
Provincial Patronage Committee of the foundation, visit the grantees and closely follow up on
their welfare as well as give advice to help them solve their problems and their families. This
united cooperation will help needy youth with good behavior in each province to become an
individual of quality and value and to have loyalty to the nation, the religion, and the

monarchy--the value that forever deserves to be cultivated.

The foundation has organized special events and activities on any occasion of royal

celebration for the past 32 years.

Princess Prem's initiative in establishing this charitable body and laying its solid
foundation has, up to the present, resulting in ongoing education development in needy youth
and a great contribution to the nation, the religion, and the monarchy. UNESCO's endorsement
of Princess Prem as the World Eminent Personality for her outstanding works on social welfare,
human resource development, community development, and cultural education has brought

great pride and fame to the Thai people and the nation.
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
