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The Royal Kindness

His Majesty The King

After getting married to His Highness Prince Prem Purachatra, Princess Prem
(Ngarmchit) Purachatra had been relentlessly devoting herself to serving the Nation, the
Religion, and the Monarchy in founding charitable organizations and foundations for the
underprivileged, accompanying His Highness Prem Purachatra in honoring of the royal duties
glorification, to name a few. Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra has been bestowed by His
Majesty’s royal kindness in these activities such as accepting the National Council on Social
Welfare of Thailand (“NCSWT”) under His Majesty’s royal patronage 55 years ago; His
Majesty’s presiding over the laying of the foundation stone and grand opening ceremony of
the NCSWT and granting the NCSWT’s first building the name “Mahidol”. In 1976 (B.E. 2519)
when Princess Prem was elected President of the International Council of Women (“ICW”) at
the General Meeting consisting of members from 75 countries around the world, Princess
Prem was the first and only Thai woman and the second Asian ever elected to the position.
For this occasion, His Majesty the King had ML Taveesanta Ladawalaya, his Principal Private
Secretary at the time, sent the following message to Dr. Dowlatshahi the ICW President

preceding Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra:

“Their Majesties the King and the Queen of Thailand were confident that Princess
Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra be an excellent representative of the country for she had
devoted her life to promoting equality and social welfare of Thai people resulting in the

establishment of a myriad of charitable organizations in Thailand.

In 1981 (B.E.2524), Their Majesties the King and Queen of Thailand graciously
accepted the hosting of the Conex-81 (International Craft Conference and Exhibition 1981)
under royal patronage. This was a product of ss Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra as the

President of ICW collaboration with representatives of rural people from 85 countries.

Moreover, His Majesty the King sent Royal Wreath following the demise of Princess

Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra and presided over Her Highness’s cremation.

Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra was bestowed upon with prodigious
benevolence of His Majesty the King since she had been a fine role model in great devotion
and loyalty to the Nation, the Religion, and the Thai Monarchy, serving the people and

society throughout her life.
