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Royal Kindness

Her Majesty Queen Sirikit

Her Majesty Queen Sirikit had extended her royal kindness to Princess Ngarmchit
Prem Purachatra through various charitable activities since 1959. For instance, Her Majesty
took the numerous organizations which were initiated by Princess Ngarmchit under her
patronages such as the National Council of Women of Thailand and the Ruamchit Nomklao
Foundation for Youngsters. Her Majesty graciously accepted the title of Honorary Chairlady of
the National Council on Social Welfare of Thailand and presided over different charitable
events to respond to the invitations by Princess Ngarmchit. When Her Majesty presided over
the Thai Handicraft Exhibition held by the National Council of Women in 1978, she made a
remark as follows:

“It is everyone’s duty to contribute, with sincerity and dedication, to society like
the first Chairlady of the International Council of Women.” (Her Majesty meant Princess
Ngarmchit Prem Purachatra.)

When Princess Ngarmchit Prem Purachatra was appointed as the Vice Chairperson
of the private sector to hold the Conex’81 Event (International Handicraft Conference and
Exhibition) in 1981, Her Majesty graciously took the event, to be held for rural dwellers from
all over the world, under her patronage. Her Royal Highness Princess Sirindhorn, representing
Her Majesty Queen Sirikit, presided over the event at Suan Amporn Park to view the various
handicrafts from all over the world since Her Majesty went to reside in Chiangmai to visit her
people. When Princess Ngarmchit took a sabbatical to take care of herself, Her Majesty paid
a visit to her at the hospital. When Princess Ngarmchit passed away, Her Majesty graciously
granted royal bath water to her on October 18, 1983, and made an important remark to her
family:

“Princess Ngarmchit Prem Purachatra was a Thai lady who contributed so much for the good of the
country.”

Her Majesty laid a wreath and represented His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej in
holding a royally-cremated ceremony for the late Princess Ngarmchit Prem Purachatra. Their
Majesties’ boundless and gracious kindness was extended to Princess Ngarmchit Prem

Purachatra who devoted herself, with loyalty, to the service of the Nation, Religion, and King.
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Princess Ngarmchit had always been grateful for Their Majesties’ royal kindness
and had worked to honor Their Majesties’ high reputation and charitable contributions at all
times. For instance, when Princess Ngarmchit was chairing the International Council of
Women, she honored Her Majesty Queen Sirikit by proposing to the United Nations Food and
Agriculture Organization (FAO) to ask for the royal permission to portray Her Majesty’s
likeness on a Ceres medal, an honor reserved only for great women, who by their lives and
their work, have helped to uplift the status of women, especially in the rural areas. The gold
Ceres Medal was presented to Her Majesty Queen Sirikit for her perpetual royal duties for her
Thai people without discrimination, such as helping the rural dwellers to live a better life
and gain more income and supporting Thai women to contribute to the works of rural
development. The Ceres medal was sold worldwide. FAO distributed the earnings in millions
of dollars to help develop the rural areas in developing countries on all continents to reflect
the fact that Thailand, even though a small country, can contribute to the rural areas in

other countries.
