Her Royal Highness the Princess Mother

Her Royal Highness the Princess Mother extended her royal kindness to Princess
Nearmcit Prem Purachatra. For instance, when Princess Ngarmchit Prem Purachatra was the
Founding Chairlady of the Foundation for the Welfare of the Crippled in 1954, H.R.H. the
Princess Mother took the Foundation under her patronage. Later in 1955 H.R.H., the Princess
Mother granted an audience to Princess Ngarmchit, as the first chairperson of the
Foundation, and the directors of the Foundation and Rotary Ann Thailand, which supported
the Foundation, at Srapathum Palace. In 1970 H.RH. the Princess Mother granted an
audience to the representatives of the International Council of Women (ICW) who
congregated at the general assembly at the third anniversary of ICW at Sivalai Throne Hall in

the Grand Palace.

At the last moments of Princess Negarmchit Prem Purachatra, H.R.H. the Princess
Mother graciously laid a wreath and made a remark, in the same way as Her Royal Highness
Princess Galyani Vadhana wrote in the funeral memorial book of the royally-cremated

ceremony, that

“Princess Ngarmchit was the one who initiated social welfare when virtually no

one was doing so.”
