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Project of publishing the Biography and Works of
Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra

to Celebrate the 100th Birth Anniversary of World Eminent Person

In light of the announcement of the United Nations-UNESCO to honor Princess Prem
(Ngarmchit) Purachatra to be a World Eminent Person on the occasion of her Centennial Birth
Anniversary in 2015, the Committee for the Commemoration of the 100th Birth Anniversary of
Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra, under the guidance of Mrs.Cherdchome Chantaratip, will
prepare the biography and works of Princess Prem (Ngarmchit) Purachatra.

The picture book with captions both in Thai and in English will contain her biography
from her childhood, her school days in Thailand and France, the story of her love and her
marriage to H.H. Prince Prem, and the beginning of her social welfare activities and projects after
W.W. II. She contributed greatly to the country by initiating a large number of charitable projects
more than 60 years ago. Examples are her contributions to the Foundation for the Welfare of
the Crippled under the Royal Patronage of HRH The Princess Mother; the National Council of
Women; the Council on Social Welfare of Thailand under the Patronage of His Majesty King; and
the Foundation for Welfare of the Mentally Retarded of Thailand; and the Ruamchit Nomklao
Foundation (for children and youth) under the Royal Patronage of Her Majesty Queen, etc. All
her achievements in social welfare and public services not only contributed to supporting the
work of the Royal Thai Government but also were deemed necessary and suitable to the
current situations of Thai society. All these years, her accomplishments have been carried over
from generation to generation and have contributed to developing individuals, society, and the

country up to now.

Princess Prem (Ngarmchita) Purachatra’s contributions covered all the works at the
international level. She was the first and only Thai woman, and the second Asian woman leader
ever to be elected President of the 75 member countries in the history of 127 years of the
International Council of Women. She also actively hosted and organized international
conferences and seminars in many countries. For example, she organized a meeting of the
Committee for Experts on Development, World’s Summit for Rural Women, and Experts'
Meeting on Rural Development; she also collaborated with representatives of international
women in hosting a conference and local handicrafts competition in Thailand. The Conex’81
(International Crafts Conference and Exhibition 1981 Under the Royal Patronage of Their
Majesties the King and the Queen of Thailand) was the joining forces of women and
representatives of rural people from 85 countries. She was appointed to be the representative
and/or an advisor to the Royal Thai Government at many International and United Nations
Conferences. The book will contain photos of her life with H.H. Prince Prem who together
joined efforts to uphold peace and stability of the nation, religion, and the king until the last
day of their lives.
