The World's Eminent Person in 2015

Part 2

Princess Prem (Ngamchit) Purachutra has been the editor of Thailand’s first weekly
English newspaper “The Standard” for 21 years since 1947 (BE 2490). With an aim to promote
Thailand among the international community to appreciate Thailand and Thai culture, as well
as to accurately report domestic events. The Standard was generally accepted as a quality

journal with news and feature by Thai and foreign readers.

At that time, His Majesty The King, as the younger brother of the late H.M. King Ananda
Mahidol Rama VIl was very fond of taking photographs. His Highness Prince Prem Purachatra
asked permission from H.M. The King to print those photographs taken by HM The King in The
Standard. Thus, The Standard received H.M. The King’s royal kindness extensively. When H.M.
The King was crowned the King of Thailand and married Her Majesty Queen Siritkit and when
H.R.H. Princess Ubolratana Rajakanya was born, H.M. The King asked what sorts of photographs
the Thai people wished to see. Then, H.M. The King graciously gave Princess Ubolratana
Rajakanya’s photographs in many positions such as sleeping on the royal cot, lying and
seemingly reading, being cuddled by H.M. The King or HM. The Queen. In addition, The
Standard was highly honored to respond to the H.M. The King’s intention to distribute the
photographs to others. Moreover by H.M. The King Royal kindness, The Standard was graciously
granted photographs of the important events from the Bureau of the Royal Household until
The Standard closed. H.R.H. Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn also revealed H.R.H. Princess had

ever read The Standard Youth issues.

However, due to a lack of experience in managing the Press and overseeing publishing
work, and although a manager with working knowledge of the press was hired to operate, the
Press faced many obstacles and difficulties, and continued to incur losses. Coupled with the
fact that H.H. Prince Prem Purachatra was appointed a Thai Ambassador according to H.E.
Dr.Thanat Korman, Minister of Foreign Affairs at that time, the publishing business eventually

ceased its operations in 1968 (BE 2511).
